pm: Tour of Aleppo, Syria’s largest city and one of the oldest, continuously inhabited cities in the world. Stops include the Citadel, the Grand Mosque and the ancient souks, once a major trading stop on the Silk Road. Return to the hotel.
9:00pm – midnight: Governor of Aleppo’s dinner at the Citadel. 

May 3:
am: Scientific session

pm: Located about 60kms from Aleppo, the 5th century Church of St Simeon marks the spot where St Simeon spent 37 years atop a pillar in solitary dedication to his faith. Continue to the early Byzantine church of Qalb Lozeh. Day concludes with an exploration of the early settlement at Kirk Beizeh
9:00pm – midnight: dinner hosted by the President of Aleppo University, Bawabet al Shahba Restaurant.

May 4:

am: Scientific session

pm: Exploration of Syria’s so called “Dead Cities’ a group of over 700 prosperous rural settlements, later abandoned as the population moved to urban centers. Serjella, one of the best preserved, will be explored. This afternoon’s program also brings us to Ebla, an important city, state and commercial center dating to the 3rd century BC. The famous Ebla Tablets in Sumerian script, probably part of the royal archives, are considered to be the earliest form of the Semitic language
Evening: free, dinner on your own

am: Scientific session

Lunch: venue to be advised

pm: You are free to explore as you wish

Post Conference Tour, Palmyra and Damascus, May 6-8
May 6:
Early morning departure for Palmyra:

The early prominence of the city on account of its strategic location on the east/west and south north trade routes is clearly visible in the imposing archaeological sites.  Tour the 2nd century Temple of Ba’al, the Colonnade, the Valley of the Tombs and the well preserved amphitheater, each revealing the influence of both the Persian and the Roman empires. A tour of the excellent local museum is included. Overnight Palmyra.

May 7:
Morning drive to Damascus:

A city as old as history itself. Ruled by Assyrians, Greeks, Romans Nabateans and the Ottomans, the city bears the stamp of each. Our visit includes the National Museum, the Umayyad Mosque, Saladin’s Tomb, the Azem Palace, St Annania’s church and  the Straight Street, built by the Romans and mentioned in the New Testament. We will enjoy the panoramic view of the city from Qassion Mountain before checking into our hotel for overnight.
May 8:
Morning transfer to Damascus International Airport
